Item 2.1 North Beach Precinct (Curtilage Amendment) — NOI

The State Heritage Register Committee noted the presentation on North Beach Precinct (Curtilage
Amendment) — Notice of Intention by Linda Davis from Wollongong City Council.
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Key points noted:

o

North Beach Precinct was listed on the State Heritage Register (SHR) in 2005, however the Surf
Life Saving Clubhouse was not listed at the time. The current curtilage extension is sought by
the lllawarra Shoalhaven Branch of the National Trust of Australia (NSW).

The clubhouse is listed on the Local Environment Plan (LEP) and Wollongong City Council is
committed to the restoration and protection of the site, noting that significant works have already
been completed on the clubhouse.

The Committee noted the local council's concerns around approval conditions for modifications
to the design of the seawall and the need to meet engineering requirements. This is not directly
related to the matters before the Committee today, however Wollongong City Council is
encouraged to work closely with Heritage NSW to develop a suite of site-specific exemptions
that will support the Council’s future works on the precinct as a whole.
