Item 2 SHR Nominations — Notice of Intention

Item 2.1 Toganmain Woolshed Precinct — NOI

The State Heritage Register Committee received a report from Heritage NSW on Toganmain
Woolshed Precinct — NOI.
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Natalie Vinton joined meeting at 9:25 AM.

The Committee noted the Toganmain Woolshed Precinct in the Riverina region includes a
large shearing shed built in 1875, associated shearers quarters, ancillary buildings and
surrounding pastoral land. The owners support the listing and are keen to discuss site
specific exemptions (SSE). The owners have also looked at available grants from Heritage
NSW and different funding pathways to undertake urgent repairs.

The Committee discussed the importance of the item being one of the largest and longest
operating woolsheds in NSW and the owners’ investment in innovation and technology over
the years.

It was noted that there are no plans for future development of the land and that the primary
views are retained.

The Committee thanked Heritage NSW, in particular Sarah Robertson, for the presentation
and work done on this item.

The Committee noted the Wyoming, Birchgrove site is representative of gentry housing on
the harbour with links to pre and post maritime industrial history of Balmain and Sydney
Harbour. The proposed amendment is to formalise the assessment and statement of
significance for the listing. There has been no change to the existing curtilage and the
owners are notionally supportive of an updated conservation plan and open to discussing
SSEs.

Item 3. SHR Nominations — Recommendation to List

Item 3.1 Art Gallery of New South Wales — RTL

The State Heritage Register Committee received a report from Heritage NSW on the Art
Gallery of New South Wales — RTL.

The proposed listing comprises Naala Nura (seeing Country), the Gallery’s south building,
and Naala Badu (seeing waters), the Gallery’s north building.

Heritage NSW has consulted extensively with all landowners and lessees and, subject to the
finalisation of SSEs, has secured the support of all stakeholders.

The Art Gallery of NSW Trust initially made two submissions opposing the listing; however,
following a meeting on 25 June, the Art Gallery changed its position to one of support for the
listing, contingent on amendments to the listing and the development of robust SSEs. Where
appropriate, these changes have been applied.

The Committee discussed the external artworks at the Art Gallery, including the architectural
significance of the two early bronzes at the front of the Vernon Wing.

The Committee refined the Statement of County to be more specific and tailored to the site,
including the recognition of the siting of the Gallery in the landscape and its contemporary
heritage values.

The meeting concluded to proceed with the listing, but to defer consideration of the SSEs
until the September meeting, to allow further time to consult on these exemptions.

The Committee thanked Heritage NSW, in particular Meggan Walker, Alexandra
Boukouvalas, and Anna London, for the presentation and work done on this item.

Item 4.2 Draft SHR Amendment Policy and Procedure

The State Heritage Register Committee received a report from Heritage NSW on the draft
policy and procedure for making amendments to the State Heritage Register (SHR).

The deliverables of the project include a policy and procedure, an implementation options
paper, and a separate piece of work on data requirements to support the policy.

The Committee noted the proposed tiered approach for proposed amendments, with different
levels of consultation and approval requirements. The implementation of the policy will
require changes to the Heritage Management System database and the approval pathway.

The Committee provided feedback and suggestions on the policy, including the use of test
cases and examples, the language used to describe changes, and the approval framework.

The Committee thanked Heritage NSW, in particular Sonia Limeburner, for the presentation
and work done on this policy.

Nominations.
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Gosford Library

The Committee noted Heritage NSW has received requests for an interim heritage order for
Gosford Library due to local council plans to demolish it. However, Heritage NSW does not
consider the item to be under imminent threat.

Maroombah Homestead, Euchareena

The Committee noted Maroombah Homestead has significant convict ties and its 1837
dwelling might be the first adobe structure in Australia. The Committee would like to see
further assessment including a comparative analysis.
